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BRIEF OF THEACTIVITIES OF THE COUNCIL DURING THE YEAR 2020-21.

1.

3 (Three) Meetings of the COA (183 to 185) took place during the year, 1 (One)
Extra-Ordinary General Meeting (EGM—24 Nov. 2020) and one meeting of National
Level Steering Committee (NLSC) (30th meeting on 4th March, 2021) was held
during the year.

164 new members were enrolled and 05 Members were left during the year and de-
registration notice of 21 Members were withdrawn during 2020-21. Thus the members
ason 31.3.2021 were 1933.

1,42,100 Kaleen labels (10,500 from New Delhi Office and 1,31,600 from Regional
Office, Bhadohi) were issued to the Member-Exporters during the year 2020-21.

Carpet Export Promotion Council (CEPC) contributed Rs. 10 Lakhs for PM
CARES Fund, Rs. 5 Lakhs for Chief Minister Relief Fund Uttar Pradesh,
Rs. 1 Lakh each to the CMO Bhadohi, Mirzapur and Srinagar for distribution of
Medicine/ Ration to the weavers and their families in the areas.

During the period under review the Committee of Administration took up various issues
with the Government relating to Policy & Procedure for promotion of exports
Activities and overall growth of the industry. Some of the issues are summarized
asunder:

l. Special Refund and Drawback Disposal Drive - In order to provide
immediate relief to the exporters in COVID-19 pandemic situation, CBIC has
started Special Refund and Drawback Disposal Drive to expedite refund and
drawback claims. All drawback claims that are pending as on 07-04-2020 were
disposed off by 30-04-2020.

ii. Extension of MEIS Scheme till 31-12-2020 - In order to support the Industry,
Office of the Directorate General of Foreign Trade has issued a Circular vide
Trade Notice No. 03/2020-21 dated 15th  April 2020 for extending the MEIS
schemettill 31-12-2020.

ii. Meeting with Regional Carpet Manufacturers and Exporters Associations
and Buying Agents Association - In order to assess and review the
situation in preview of COVID-19 Carpet Export Promotion Council (CEPC)
organized meeting through  Video Conferencing with COA Members,
representatives of Regional Carpet Manufacturers Associations, Prominent
Exporters and representatives of the Buying Agents Association (BAA) on
22nd April, 2020. Council requested BAA to stand in support of the Carpet
Industry by pursuing for non-cancellation of export orders, extending time for
completion of pending orders, clearing the pending payment to avoid
financial hardship in the hour of crisis to support the industry with further export order.

Stock Clearance Drive - Council in association with Buying Agents Association
(BAA) make arrangements for stock clearance drive and requested Members
participation by providing information of ready stock to BBA.

Thermal Scanning Machine — Council assisted U.P. based Members in getting
Thermal Scanning Machine on no profit basis from Regional Office, Bhadohi.

Non- Functioning of ICD Madhosingh - Members are facing lot of problems
consequent upon non-functioning of ICD Madhosingh and on the request of
Members, CEPC taken the issue at the highestlevel. DGFT examined the
request ofthe Council to make ICD Madhosingh functional.

Request to make Mandatory RCMC of CEPC - Carpet Export Promotion
Council is the only EPC which not only work for promotion of exports of Carpets
and other floor coverings but also take initiatives for social compliance i.e.
eradication of child labour from the Carpet Industry & their welfare. In this
context the Council has formulated a Code of Conduct for its Member-Exporters
for non-use of child labour, For effective implementation of its Code of Conduct
for total eradication of illegal/ forced/ indentured child labour from the
industry  Council requested Govt. to make Registration-cum-Membership
Certificate (RCMC) mandatory, so that the Council can take punitive measures
such as De-registration of defaulter Member-Exporters on account of use of
illegal/ forced/indentured childlabour.

Request for Separate Allotment of ITC (HS) 2018 for Chapter 57 items for
Handmade and Machine made Carpets and other floor coverings - the
Nomenclature of Indian Trade Classification (Harmonized System) ITC (HS)
2018 for Chapter 57 items encompasses both handmade carpets and machine
made carpets and other floor coverings. The descriptions even at 8 digit levels
are without any differentiation. This creates confusion over price determination
and validation issues between the handmade carpets and machine made
carpets at ports of exports and customs. This also results in ambiguity in availing
the benefits under exports benefit schemes like Drawback, MEIS etc. The
imports of machine made carpets have been cheaper after recent lowering of
importduty inthe GST regime.

It desired that a separate HS code/codes for machine made carpets &
other floor coverings may be allotted in the Export/ Import Policy. The
Council requested the concerned Department to allot separate HS code/codes
for machine made carpets & other floor coverings in the interest of the
export focus handmade carpet industry.

Enhancement of Import Duty on Carpets under Chapter 57 - Our main

competitors China, Russia, Brazil & Turkey have imposed the following import
duties on Carpets:

Brazil 35% Import Duty +18% VAT
Russia 35% Import Duty + VAT
China 19%Import Duty +VAT

Turkey 80% Import Duty

Presently our Import Duty is 20% which is not having any effect in restricting the
import of the machine made carpets from the above countries. Due to the
existing lower import duty on Carpets in India from countries like Turkey,
Belgium and China are dumping machine-made carpets which is adversely
impacting our Handmade Carpet Industry specially the lower and medium
segments of society which are also consumed by our indigenous market.
In order to restrict the import & promote our products, Council requested Govt.
that the import duty should be as high as 200% so that sector should be saved.

Welfare Activities — During the year under review 4 schools were running through
reputed NGOs.

CEPC has so far run a total of 113 schools, benefitting more than 5500 children
by providing Non-formal education with mid-day meal and assured stipend.

Presently Council is running 8 schools under the Child Welfare Scheme
of the Council.

Provides Medicare Facilities to the weavers & their families out of Child
Welfare Fund contributed by the Member-Exporters of the Council and also
organizing Health Check-up Camps in Carpet weaving areas;

Initiatives on Skill Development and Marketing : Indian Handmade Carpet Industry
is concentrating strongly on Skill Development and has undertaking big Marketing
initiatives. Carpet Industry has initiated and so far provided training as under :

2416 Artisansin 143 Handicrafts Technical Training Centres.

240 Artisansin 6 Integrated Design Programme Training.

73043 Artisans certified under RPL Scheme of National Skill
Development Corporation in 1495 batches.
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Registration and Surveillance of Looms — The Indian Handmade Carpet Industry
has been subjected to severe criticism over the issue of child labour in their production.
The use of child labour in the Carpet Industry has surfaced as a burning topic in various
international forums, particularly in USA & Europe over the issue of child labour.

Since the child labour cases are observed mostly in the unregistered looms that are
beyond any control of CEPC, it becomes imperative to continuously update the
database of already registered looms and register all the unregistered looms at the
earliest for regular surveillance of child labour, failing which, there is a huge risk of
losing a major share of international market exports and thus, jeopardizing the
livelihoods of millions of poor families engaged in carpet making. Under the loom
registration drive, a total of 2,40,710 looms have been registered up to 2020-21.

CEPC stands in firm support of the elimination of illegal Child Labour in the carpet
weaving sector and improving the prevailing conditions of the weavers. To achieve this
objective, CEPC has undertaken significant self-regulating initiatives, both on its own
and in cooperation with the Government of India. One of the major activities in
pursuance with above goals as initiated by CEPC is the registration of looms
and their regular surveillance.

During the period under review 35,000 looms were inspected and 20,000 new looms
were registered by the independent agency appointed by this Council.

Activities of the Council during the year 2020-21 - Council undertaken
1 International and 14 Domestic activities as under during the year 2020-21.

A. International Activities

1. Buyer Seller Meet with Special focus on Oceania Market - Virtual Exhibition
from 29 Sep to 01 0Oct2020 -

CEPC organized 2nd Virtual Exhibition - Buyer Seller Meet with Special focus on
Oceania Market from 29 Sept. to 1st Oct., 2020. This initiative of CEPC to bridge
the gap between Indian products and demand of Handmade Carpets and floor
coverings across the globe in post pandemic era. Council organized this BSM
under the Development Commissioner (Handicrafts) Scheme provided stands
to only 50 Members. BSM has received overwhelming response from around 76
overseas buyers.

Response of the Exhibitors are very encouraging, almost every participant have
substantial Video Conferencing Meetings with overseas buyers and buying
representatives and received lot of enquiries. All Exhibitors are very happy with
organizers for providing them such a wonderful opportunity.
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Shri Ravi Capoor, IAS, Secretary (Textiles), Ministry of Textiles, Govt. of India
through a Video Message appreciated the efforts of the Council in organizing the
Virtual BSM and conveyed his best wishes to all the participants and assured all
time support to the Indian Handmade Carpet Industry.

Smriti Zubin Irani,
Hon’ble Union Minister of Textiles and Women & Child Development
through Video Conferencing in the august presence of Shri Shantmanu,
IAS, Development Commissioner (Handicrafts).

The 1st Virtual Edition of 40th India Carpet Expo has received overwhelming
response from around 364 overseas buyers from 61 countries and 191 Buying
Representatives from across the world in the Expo.

He further discussed that the Virtual Exhibition will create tangible impact
while development of business relationship with overseas buyers.
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It has emerged once again undisputedly that India Carpet Expo has established
as Asia’s biggest Handmade carpet show with its ever growing patronage from
buyers all over the world. India Carpet Expo provides tremendous business
opportunities for participating manufacturers and exporters as prominent
Overseas Handmade Carpet Buyers from all over the world attended this Expo.

In the changing scenario of world business packaging of product is an important
segment for the quality business. Buyers are very particular about packaging,
therefore it is very important that the exporting community should be aware
about the new techniques of packaging of their products proposed for export.
Since we are producing and exporting the world class product and if it will be
supplemented by nice packaging then the impression will be entirely different.

Keeping in view the above, CEPC has planned to demonstrate for world class
packaging techniques through an organization of Govt. of India which is of world
repute. Indian Institute of Packaging, Mumbai is providing a wonderful
opportunity to demonstrate the various kind of packaging technique.

Dr. Tanweer Alam, Director (I/c), Indian Institute of Packaging, Mumbai made a
presentation on “New Techniques of Packaging for Carpet Industry”. Now a
days packaging is a combination of Science and Art & Technology and can
increase the brand value of the product and is considered as silent salesman of
any product.

informed the background, Objective, Features and benefit of the RoDTEP
Scheme with difference in MEIS and RoDTEP Scheme to the Members. Shri
N.K. Chopra informed the details of the data/ inputs required from the Members
and also clarify their doubts on the issue.

Shri Pankush Arora made a powerpoint presentation in details on RoDTEP, its
objective, features and difference between MEIS & RoDTEP. He further
discussed the format provided by RODTEP Committee.

Shri Prashanth Kumar Bhairappanavar, Senior Examiner of Gl from Gl Registry,
Chennai informed that Gl Registry is a Quasi Judicial Authority and made a
detailed presentation on Concept of Gl, Geographical Indications of Goods
(Registration and Protection) Act, 1999, how Gl Act operates in India. As per our
Act, Geographical Indication refers to any indication that identifies the goods as
originating from a particular place, where a given quality, reputation or other
characteristics of the goods is essentially attributable to its geographical origin.
He further informed the Members who can apply for registration under GI, how to
apply for Gl, who can be an applicant, registration process and procedure,
benefit of Gl etc. He further clarified the queries and doubts of the Members in
the Webinar.
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9. Awareness Webinar - Process for Implementation of RODTEP Scheme on
8th January, 2021- Carpet Export Promotion Council organized an awareness
Webinar on Process for Implementation of RODTEP Scheme. O/o. the Principal

process for implementation of RODTEP Scheme and informed the principal of
RoDTEP which is basically Rebate of Central, State and local Duties/ taxed/
levies which are not refunded under any other duty remission scheme to make
our products competitive in international market. There are many embedded
taxes which are not reimbursed to the exporters. Shri Gagandeep informed the
process of availing the benefit of RODTEP Scheme and requested to give clear
instructions to their shipping agent for availing the benefit of RODTEP Scheme
and after announcement of the rates the same will be credited in the exporters
account automatically.

Shri Hassan Ahmad, OSD, Drawback Department informed that rates are still
not announced and exporters are required to mention their willingness to avail
the benefit of the same. CEPC has already submitted very extensive data and
the same is under consideration of the RoDTEP Committee and hope for
announcement of the rates very soon. He replied to the various queries of the
Members in the webinar.

Stock of such material has not been reflected in the balance sheet.
